Lauritzen Fonden constitutes the data controller as defined in the General Data Protection Regulation and is thus
responsible for the processing of your personal data in accordance with the law, including the security requirements.
Inquiries regarding the processing of your personal data must be addressed to the foundation.

What information do we record and why?

During the completion of the application form, you will be asked to enter several details, including your personal data.
The personal data is included in the review process of your application, including any follow-up communication with
you or any other specified contacts in your organization.

The information we collect about you is necessary for us to complete a professional and correct application process.
We collect the following categories of personal information about you:

General personal information:

Name, address, email, telephone number, name of the organization, company and CVR-number as well as bank
registration and account numbers.

When applying as a private person we also ask for a CPR number and personal bank account information.

Specific categories of personal data ("sensitive information”):

CPR number and personal bank account information is required if you are applying as a private person. In addition, a
CV on the applicant may in some cases be relevant to qualify the application.

Other categories of sensitive personal information such as racial or ethnic background, political, religious or
philosophical beliefs, trade union affiliation and information on health and sexual relations or sexual orientation,
genetic and biometric data will not be collected and will only appear in our system if you have submitted them on your
own.



Sources:
We only collect information directly from you through our online application form, which you have filled out in order to

allow the foundation to evaluate your application.

The purposes of collecting the data:

We collect the personal data based on the following processing basis:

Article 6.1.f of the General data protection regulation (Personal data, which is necessary for the pursuit of the legitimate
interests of the foundation)

and

Article 6.1.c of the General data protection regulation (Personal data, which is necessary for compliance with a legal
obligation on reporting and documentation of grants)

The legitimate interests are:

- to be able to communicate directly during the process of an application.

- to be able to use the personal data in connection with the payment of grants and during the ongoing project
communication or final reporting.

The legal interests are:

- to be able to comply with the reporting obligation under the Tax Control Act after which all distributions must
be reported to SKAT.

The recipients:

We will not share your personal information with others. However, internal applications will be available to the
company for a verification of employment conditions and our external IT suppliers can access the information when
supporting. All work will be consistent with data processing agreements that comply with the General Data Protection
Regulation.

According to the tax law the foundation is responsible for reporting all grants to SKAT and therefore you will be asked
to provide your CPR number.

Student travel grants that cover certain expenses are tax-free for the recipient. See Tax assessment act § 7 K. The
purpose must be study trips abroad and typically includes stays at foreign schools and colleges.



For grants that do not support non-profit activities, the tax base will be 80% of the amount paid.

Our external IT suppliers are subject to the General Data Protection Regulation in the European Economic Area and
Switzerland regarding the storage of data from the European Economic Area and Switzerland.

Storage of your data:

We store personal data for as long as they serve the above purpose: Processing of the application, project
communication, reporting of data to tax authorities and accounting.

If the application contains a personal CV, this will be deleted immediately after the applications has been processed,
regardless of the application is accepted or rejected.

We only keep CPR numbers on applicants who receive a grant. If the application is rejected, we will delete the personal
data, including CPR number, after the application has been processed.

The foundation is required to keep accounting and accounting material for 5 years from the end of the financial year to
which the material relates.

Your rights regarding processing of your personal data:
You have the right to ask for access, rectification and deletion of your personal data.

You also have the right to oppose the processing of your personal data and to limit the processing of your personal
data.

If the processing of your personal data is based on your consent, you have the right to withdraw your consent at any
time. The withdrawing will not affect the lawfulness of the processing that occurred before you withdrew your consent.

You have the right to receive the personal data in a structured, commonly used and machine-readable format (data
portability).

You can always submit a complaint with the Danish Data Protection Agency - see more at datatilsynet.dk.

You are welcome to contact the foundation if you are not satisfied and want to use these rights.

There may be conditions or restrictions on your rights. This depends on the specific circumstances of the processing
activities.
